Includes unaddressed

memoirs. There is also interview material and one graduation invitation card. Most

interviews are with nurses who graduated between 1942 and 1946, though a few are

dated 1952 and some are undated; one focuses on a school employee. Some letters hint

at photographs not found with papers.
